The first meal that we will provide for you will be Monday at lunch. You will be responsible for
your meals prior to that time.

We will be
replacing the roof on the church, on the Head Start building (just behind the community center)
and at least two other homes. | you are planning to work in VBS, please plan to help out on one
of the constructions sites in the afternoon.

We will need child care each morning for those boys and girls who are not old enough to take part
in VBS (ages birth through 3), and whose mothers are taking part in the quilting classes. We will
also need child care in the afternoons for birth through 5.) We will also need help with kitchen
clean-up after each meal.
